Classes are filled on a first come, first serve basis, so do not delay in returning your forms!

New this year….In response to parent requests, The Dance Center will be accepting credit/debit cards for tuition, registration, and all fees associated with the recital!  We are excited to provide our families with this convenient payment option, which will allow for monthly automatic withdrawal.  
Additionally, alterations have been made to The Dance Center tuition schedule.  This year, tuition will be due in nine installments.  The installments will be due the first class of each month, September through May.  The month of June will be dedicated to rehearsals for the 2012 Dance Review.  Details regarding the June schedule can be found later in this packet.

PERFORMING  OPPORTUNITIES  AT

THE  DANCE   CENTER

The Dance Center offers their students a wide range of professional dance experiences from the youngest pre-school student to the pre-professional dancer.  Each year all students in the school are invited to participate in the annual Student Recital in June.  In addition, students in Elementary Ballet Division 2,3,4,5 and 6 are invited to participate in the Brandywine Ballet Company's production of "The Nutcracker" in December.  New this year, Elementary 4, 5, and 6 are invited to participate in the full length "Beauty and the Beast" which the Brandywine Ballet will premiere in April, 2012.  Both of these performances are completely optional for the dancer and require a separate registration with the Brandywine Ballet Company.  Additionally, serious ballet students, 11 years of age and older, may audition for the Brandywine Ballet Company in order to participate in additional performances, master classes, pre-professional training and coaching.  
Students who wish to be involved in "The Nutcracker" and "Beauty and the Beast" must sign up for the following number of classes per week:

Elementary 2, 3 Ballet – at least 1 ballet class per week

Elementary 4, 5, 6 Ballet – at least 2 ballet classes per week
The Brandywine Ballet Company and The Brandywine Ballet Theatre

The Brandywine Ballet Company (BBC) is a non-profit pre-professional ballet company, of which The Dance Center is the official school.  Students 11 years of age and older are permitted to audition for the BBC.   If accepted into the company, these students will be guaranteed at least 2 performances per year as well as acceptance into master classes.  Details and sample contract are available in the BBC office (6l0) 692-6402 or on-line at www.brandywineballet.com
The Brandywine Ballet Theatre (BBT) is the professional division of the Brandywine Ballet.  Students who qualify technically, are at least 13 years of age, and are entering 9th grade, are eligible for consideration.  These students are a select group of dedicated dancers who will train daily and work toward a professional career in ballet.  These students will be guaranteed at least 3 performances per year.   Call the Brandywine Ballet office (6l0) 692-6402 for more information.

The Dance Center’s Annual Student Recital

Annually, The Dance Center ends the year with a student recital.  All students are encouraged to participate in the student recital, but it is not mandatory.  This year the student recital will be held at on Friday, June 15 and Saturday, June 16, 2012 at Downingtown West High School.  MANDATORY rehearsals for the recital include leotard rehearsal at the studio and dress rehearsal at Downingtown West High School.  Leotard rehearsals will be held on June 5, 6, and 7, at The Dance Center, and dress rehearsal will be held at the high school the week before the recital.  Exact dates for dress rehearsal will be announced after the winter school season when the high school knows the exact date of graduation.  Below is the list of classes that will be included in each recital.  Please consider the schedule carefully if you have more than one dancer in the family so they can both participate in the same recital if you so choose.  (Sometimes the schedule does not work out for both children to be in the same recital.)  Again, attendance at both leotard and dress rehearsals during the weeks leading up to the recital is mandatory.

Regular Division: In order to remain on full scholarship, the student must attend partnering class, at least one technique class per week, and participate in the end of the year student recital.   
**All male scholarship recipients must submit a registration form, along with a $50 Registration Fee, prior to the first day of class.  Dancers receiving scholarships are responsible for all other fees associated with performances.

Registration Procedure:  
Complete the Registration Form and deliver the form, along with the registration fee and first tuition installment, to The Dance Center office.  Your registration can also be mailed to The Dance Center to the address listed below.  Please note, registrations may be submitted with only the registration fee paid, however, the first tuition installment must be paid in full by August 1st, or your reserved place in your choice of classes will be relinquished with no monies refunded.

Tuition Payment Policies:

Tuition for classes is disbursed equally across nine installments, due the first class of the month, September through May.  After the 10th of the month, a $5 late fee will be added to your account each month until your account is current.  Payment arrangements can be made in advance with Jessica Morley, Registrar, via email (thedancecenterbcpa@gmail.com).   
 New this year… The Dance Center is now accepting VISA, MASTERCARD, DISCOVER, and DEBIT CARDS for payments.  Families have the option of paying by credit/debit card monthly, through automatic monthly withdrawal, or for the entire year with a 5% discount.  All credit card information will be shredded after the June recital for those families who elect to pay through automatic monthly withdrawal.  Please note, any changes to credit card account information should be reported to Jessica Morley, Registrar, via email in order to avoid late charges due to declined cards.  
***Any correspondence regarding tuition or recital payments or charges should be directed to Jessica Morley, Registrar, via email at thedancecenterbcpa@gmail.com.  Please, do not leave voicemail messages regarding tuition or recital payments or balances.  If a phone conversation or a face-to-face appointment is necessary, please email Jessica to set up a convenient time for both parties. 
Withdraw Procedure:

If a family elects to withdraw from all classes at The Dance Center, an e-mail must be sent to thedancecenterbcpa@gmail.com.  The email must include:

· Student Name

· Day, Time, and Level of Class(es)

· Reason for withdrawal

Tuition must be paid through the end of the month that the email was received by The Dance Center.  If recital costumes were already ordered at the time of withdrawal, the student is responsible for paying for the costume in full.  Appointments can be arranged via email in order to pick up recital costumes at The Dance Center after the month of April, if your child no longer takes classes.

Please note, tuition payments are non-refundable.  Therefore, if a student has paid for the entire year upfront, and then withdrawals, no monies will be refunded.

Add/Drop Class Procedure:

If a dancer chooses to add or drop a class either as a result of schedule conflict or dance teacher recommendation, an e-mail must be sent to Jessica Morley at thedancecenterbcpa@gmail.com. 
The email must include:

· Student Name

· Day, Time, and Level of Class(es) dropped

· Day, Time, and Level of Class(es) added

· Reason for add/drop
Changes in tuition will be reflected in the month following the receipt of the email.  Once your request has been processed, you will receive a confirmation email that will include your updated tuition payment amount.  If a student drops a class for any reason, it is the family’s responsibility to pay the tuition in full for the month that the email was received.  No tuition deductions, refunds, transfers, or adjustments will be made within the month for dropped classes. 
Make-Up Policy:

If you so choose, your child may attend a make-up class whenever he/she misses class due to illness, outside appointments, etc. or when the studio is closed for holidays or snow days.  Make-up classes may be taken in any other class of his/her level or a class level below.  No formal notification of make-up classes is necessary.  It is the responsibility of each family to keep track of classes missed.  Make-up classes may be taken before or after the missed class. No deductions in monthly tuition will be made for classes missed for any reason. 
Recital Participation Policy:

Students may only participate in our Student Recital and register for summer programs if account balances are paid in full by June 1.  There are no exceptions.
